  Skinner agreed with Moore 
that this coming November was 
not the right time to go for an 
override. She said she believed 
that the district needs to be very 
sensitive to the response they 
received from the voters last 
November and should listen to 
what they (voters) are trying to 
tell the them. “People are saying 
enough, we want change,” Skin-
ner said. 
  On the other hand, Young 
disagreed with her fellow col-
leagues about their decision to 
not pass the override. “I think 
it’s their (the voters) job to make 
the decision of cutting teachers,” 
she said. Young said the district 
is the biggest employer in the 
area and that cutting  the neces-
sary district personnel, to stay 
within budget would have a pro-
found effect on the community. 
“How will it help the economic 
problem if we cut 40 jobs,” she 
added. “It’s our job to help the 
economy.”
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  McNamara agreed with Young 
that the voters need to be asked 
for their approval of the Over-
ride before they cut that many 
employees from the district. 
She expressed that the district 
has done everything they could 
to cut down expenses. “We are 
down to bare bones and we have 
to go out for the override,” Mc-
Namara said.
  After a long discussion and dis-
agreements between the board 
members, Skinner asked the 
board to vote on the agenda item 
because she felt they would not 
agree on the issue no matter how 
much time they spent sharing 
their thoughts.
  Both Skinner and Moore agreed 
that they would like to revisit the 
M&O budget override in 2009, 
so they would have ample time 
before hand to further educate 
the community about the over-
ride issue.
